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ASMC abstract submissions should include figures and/or tables to support the text. The total length of the abstract should not exceed 2 pages. Information supplied in the abstract will be used by reviewers to select papers for ASMC. A different template will be used for accepted ASMC papers. All papers presented at the ASMC poster and oral sessions are published by IEEE. Authors are required to convey copyright to IEEE. For details, consult IEEE Intellectual Property Rights on the IEEE site https://www.ieee.org/publications/rights/index.html.

The first paragraph in the abstract should contain a one to three sentence summary of your work and why it should be considered for ASMC. Three examples are shown below.

Example 1: The proposed paper will present a case study describing how yield can be improved by the implementation of a new process that optimizes (describe what is optimized and what technologies this work applies to).  This is important because (describe why this is important).  Summarize at a high level what the results are.

Example 2: Factory optimization simulations have been developed that improve manufacturing line efficiency by (describe why and what technology nodes this applies to). This is important because (describe why this is important).  Summarize results at a high level..

Example 3:  A new model has been created that (describes what it does including what technologies this applies to and what the model is used for). This is important because (describe why this is important).  Summarize at a high level what the results are (data collected that supports the model).

In the remaining space, describe your work in as much detail that will fit in the allowed 2 pages. Include experiments, simulations, equations, and results. Describe how your work is different from previously published work and reference a few significant papers that support how your work is different from what has been previously published. Around 4 references are suggested (additional references can be added to the conference paper). References should be listed at the end of the abstract 

Figures can be embedded in the text or added on second page (after text). Insert a figure caption including a number and description under the figure and use the figure number to reference each figure in the text.  IEEE template standards need to be used in the final paper. It is recommended that you use the IEEE figure standards in the abstract 8 point figure caption lined up with the left margin using the format shown below.

Tables can be embedded in the text or at the end of the abstract.  Tables should be numbered using v Roman numerals.  Reference the table in the abstract text.

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Conclude your abstract with one to two sentences that summarize why your work is important and add your references using the format shown in the examples. 

Basic format for books: 

J. K. Author, “Title of chapter in the book,” in Title of His Published Book, xth ed. City of Publisher, (only U.S. State), Country: Abbrev. of Publisher, year, ch. x, sec. x, pp. xxx–xxx. 

Basic format for periodicals: J. K. Author, “Name of paper,” Abbrev. Title of Periodical, vol. x, no. x, pp. xxx-xxx, Abbrev. Month, year, DOI. 10.1109.XXX.123456.

Periodical or conference must be italicized. The remainder of the reference information is not in italics. It is advisable to get all the information needed for the format now. You can find DOI and other reference information that you may be missing by searching in IEEE XPLORE at https://ieeexplore.ieee.org/Xplore.

Remember to check spelling and grammar. If your native language is not English, please get a native English-speaking colleague to carefully proofread your abstract.
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
